Up A TreeBy Gary F. TaylorFirst performed in 1938, Paul Osborn's ON BORROWED TIME requires
nine men, three women, and two boys. Set in a small town house, the scene shifts between the family living room, a
bed room, and a back yard where an apple tree grows. The play isin two acts, with asingle intermission.Based on a
novel by Lawrence E. Watkin, ON BORROWED TIME isthe story of an elderly couple who become guardians of
grandson Pud when his own parents are killed in a car crash. Pud loves his grandparent, especially grandpa, who isa
canterous old coot who smokes, drinks, and uses profanities the boy is quick to pick up. Aunt Demetria disapproves of
this, and seeksto take the boy away--and Grandma agrees that Grandpa is not the best influence. But an odd thing
occurs. A man named Mr. Brink comes to the house, and when he touches Grandma, she dies.It transpires that Mr.
Brink has also come for Grandpa as well, but Grandpa refuses to leave Pud to the tender mercies of Aunt Demetria,
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who isan old battleship if ever there was one. By purest accident, Grandpa as enchanted the apple tree behind the
house, and when he tricks Mr. Brink into climbing up, Mr. Brink finds he cannot come down until Grandpa says he
can. But nothing is quite as simple as it seems in this touching fantasy about life and death and responsibility,
especially when Aunt Demetriatries to have Grandpa dragged off to the insane asylum for saying he's got Death stuck
up in his apple tree.The play is beautifully, delightfully simply written, ajoy to read.
